Application Guidelines
Components A and B of PHENOFILL are delivered ready to use.  They are injected in the ratio 4:1 by weight using a two component injection pump equipped with in-line mixer.  VND mixer or any other commercial inline mixer/ injection system with 4:1 capability can be used.
Packaging
PHENOFILL is available in the following packing:
Component A: 30 kg cans or 210 kg drums
Component B: 7.5 kg cans or 240 kg drums
Storage
[bookmark: _GoBack]Both component A and B should be sealed in closed containers until used.  If stored in dry conditions, unopened, tightly sealed both components are stable for three months at 15 to 25⁰C.
